More individuals have been taking
advantage of this service in the past 3 years: 2019 — 27 tests taken, 18 tests passed; 2020 - 29 tests taken,
22 tests passed; 2021 - 15 tests taken, 13 tests passed
= Increase in the number of Spanish speaking students taking the HiSET test in the past 3 years: 2019 - 3
students; 2020 — 3 students; 2021 - 6 students
