BACKGROUND / DISCUSSION

Black Hills State University (BHSU), Northern State University (NSU), South Dakota
School of Mines & Technology (SDSMT), and South Dakota State University (SDSU),
request authorization to offer an undergraduate certificate in Gateway to Architecture and
Construction. The proposed certificate will provide a jumpstart for students with a career
interest in architecture and construction. Students will explore careers in designing,
planning, managing, building, and maintaining the built environment. Students will also
take foundational courses in communication and mathematics which are critical skills in
these fields. Courses taken in the certificate will be stackable into academic degrees in
related fields including architecture, landscape architecture, interior design, construction
management, and construction technology.

This certificate is part of a larger initiative to offer certificates to high school students
participating in the HSDC program.

IMPACT AND RECOMMENDATION
The proposed certificate will be offered on campus, online, and at approved In-District
delivery sites for HSDC. New resources are not requested. One new course will be
required.
